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Welcome to Horsens City Camping. To make sure that all off our guests have a pleasant stay, we kindly ask you to respect the guidelines stated below. 

 

Opening hours: Reception and shop are 
open daily in the main season 8 am -10 pm. 
In the low seasons opening hours are 8 am – 
8 pm; but we are closed 12am – 2 pm. 
 
Gate: The gate is open 7 am - 11 pm. Out-
side these hours please use the parking space 
outside the gate. 
 
Magnetic card: When you check in, you 
receive some magnetic cards. They can be 
used for showers and laundering. You can put 
money on the card in the reception. Showers 
are free. 
 
Breakfast: You can order fresh bread for the 

next day until 8 pm. Orders can be placed in 
the shop. 
 
Showers: Showers are included in the price. 
Please leave the showers in the same condi-
tion that you would like to find them. 
 
Toilets: Toilets can be found in the facility 
buildings at both ends of the camp site. There 
are some public toilets just outside the gate 
that are used by visitors to the beach as well. 
Please leave the toilets neat and clean. 
 
Handicap toilets: We have handicap toilets 
in both facility buildings. We kindly ask our 
other guest to respect that the toilets are for 
the disabled guests, and not an easy solution 
for the rest of us. 
 
Wastewater: Emptying of wastewater and 
chemical toilet containers can be done at the 
special wastewater-facilities located in the 
facility buildings at both ends of the site. 
 
Kitchens: Both facility buildings have kitchen 
areas. Outside the buildings we also have an 
outdoor grill-area. Use of the cooking facilities 
is for free. We only ask of you, that you leave 
the facilities in the same condition that you 
would like to find them. 
 
Carwash: Opposite the reception you find our 
washing/camper-service area. We kindly ask 
our guest to use as little cleaning detergents 

and water as possible in order to protect the 
environment. It is free to use the service. 
 
Laundry: In the western facility building you 
will find both washing machines and a tumble 
dryer. Prices are listed in the laundry room, 
and you pay with your magnetic card. Re-
member to check that you have enough mon-
ey on the magnetic card otherwise the ma-
chines will not start. 
 
Waste: To protect the environment we have 
waste sorting at the site. This means that 
your waste must be sorted into glass/bottles, 
paper/cardboard, ashes/charcoals, aluminium 
cans (beer/soft drinks), normal household 

waste and used light bulbs and batteries. 
There are containers for all types of waste in 
the waste houses by the facility buildings. 
Garden waste must be placed at the red con-
tainer in the western end of the site. 
 
Smoking: Horsens City Camping is a non- 
smoking camp site. This includes all facility 
buildings and cabins.  
 
Dogs: Dogs are welcome at the campsite, but 
they must be at a short leash and not be a 
bother to other guests. Bags for dog-
droppings can be collected at the reception 
and the facility buildings. Dog owners are 
expected to clean up after their dogs. 
NB!! The football field is a dog-free zone!! 
 
Dogs woods: The dogs woods are free to use 
for all our guests. The area is situated in the 
north-western corner of the camp site. Dog 
owners are expected to clean up after their 
dogs. 
 
Visitors: Daytime visitors are welcome. All 
visitors must inquire at the reception and pay 
20,00 DKK per person. Daytime visitors must 
leave the camp site at 11 pm at the latest. 
Visitors must use the parking place outside 
the campsite.  
 
Grill:  You are welcome to use your own 
barbecue at the individual spaces and cabins. 
The grill must not be placed directly on the 

grass or terrace. You can borrow slabs at the 
reception for putting under the grill. Each 
cabin should have a slab outside.  
 
Fireplace: There is a cosy fireplace centrally 
at the site. If you want to make a campfire, 
please inquire at the reception. 
 
Fire:  The fire hazard is great at any camp 
site. To prevent fire caravans must be placed 
at least 3 meters apart. It is permitted to park 
a car in the space. When you arrive at the 
camp site, please note where we keep our fire 
fighting equipment. You will find signs all over 
the camp site to inform you about what to do 
in case of a fire. In case of fire or other acci-

dents please call 112 and notify the reception 
a.s.a.p. 
 

First aid:  In case of emergencies 
please inquire at the reception. We 
have first aid training and have a first 

aid kit and a defibrillator at the reception. 
 
Playground: Centrally placed you find our 
playground with activity towers, sandbox, 
jumping cushion and trampoline. For security 
reasons the trampoline must only be used by 
one person at a time. Staying at the play-
ground is at your own responsibility. 
The playground is open 8 am – 9 pm. 
 
Moon cars: Moon cars can be rented at the 
reception and must be returned after use. 
Please ask for prices at the reception. 
 
Ping-pong: Outside the playing house is a 
ping-pong table. Bats and balls can be bought 
in the shop. You can also borrow bats in the 
reception. 
 
Mini golf: The mini golf course is placed 
opposite the reception. Clubs, balls and score-
cards can be rented at the reception or in the 
shop. Please keep the course clean and show 
consideration towards other players. Dogs are 
not allowed on the course. 
 

Bikes: Bikes can be rented from the recep-
tion, where you can also learn more about 
routes to take in the area. 
 
Internet: We have wireless internet at the 
entire camp site. Please ask at the reception 
to get more information about prices. We also 
have a free hot-spot in the TV-room. 
 
TV: We have a TV-room in the eastern facility 
building. Since the room is also used by din-
ing guests please keep the sound at an ac-
ceptable level. Available channels are listed in 
the TV-room. 
 
Driving: Driving is permitted 7 am -11 pm 

but must be kept at walking pace – max. 10 
km/h. Only one car is allowed per unit. Extra 
cars or visitors are requested to use the park-
ing space outside the camp site. Trailers etc. 
must also be parked outside the camp site. 
 
Quiet: The site must be quiet 11 pm – 7 am, 
i.e. no loud music or television during this 
period. Playground, jumping cushion and 
trampoline are closed from sundown, or at the 
latest 9.00 pm. 
 
Arrival:  Your cabin or caravan unit is availa-
ble from 2 pm on arrival day. Please check in 
at the reception. 
 
Departure: Departure and payment must be 
made before 12 am for camping units, and for 
cabins before 11 am at the reception. 
 
Emergency: In case of emergencies out-
side of our opening hours we can always 
be reached by phone +45 75 65 70 60.
